Shoreline Dance Academy Handbook

2011 - 2012

Tuition:

There will be no deductions made in tuition for holidays or illness.  Tuition is based on the number of classes offered throughout the year, not the number of classes offered per month.  If tuition for the year is paid prior to September 12th, a 10% discount will be applied.  TUITION IS NON-REFUNDABLE.  Tuition must be paid by the 1st of every month.  If tuition is not received by the 1st of the month, a $10.00 late charge will be applied.   Tuition may be paid in cash, check, or credit card.  All checks are to be made out to Shoreline Dance Inc.  A $10.00 service charge will be applied for all returned checks.  If there is an outstanding balance at the end of the month on any account, the student will not be permitted to continue classes until the previous balance is resolved.  This policy will be strictly enforced.  Payments may be made at the dance office or mailed to Shoreline Dance Academy 66 S. Main St. Ocean Grove, NJ 07756.

Costumes:

We will hold our dress rehearsal for the recital the week of June 4th (tentative) and the recital will be held June 8th & 9th (tentative). Potentially we will be blocking the recital on stage Tuesday May 29th – Thursday 31st. (These dates are subject to change.)  Participation in the recital is optional. Costumes will be required for the recital and the costume fee is $75.00 per costume.  We will be collecting a $25 deposit in October, November, and December.

The following is the payment outline per costume: 

October 1st - $25 costume payment due

November 1st- $25 costume payment due

December 1st - $25 costume payment due

 Costumes must be paid in full or the costume will NOT BE ORDERED.  Orders generally take 8-12 weeks to ship therefore we must order them early to ensure arrival for the spring.  You may opt to begin payments on the costumes earlier than the scheduled deposits, but payment is not necessary until the above dates. 

Annual Holiday Show:

We will hold our Annual Holiday Show on Friday December 2nd (tentatively). (This date is subject to change.) Costuming for the Holiday Show is simple. Most classes require the Red Rhinestone Shoreline Holiday Shirt. The Holiday Shirt will be available for sale in our office closer to the date of the Holiday Show. Information regarding costuming for the Holiday Show for each class will be given out closer to the date of the show.
Pictures:

We will have a professional company come to the studio to photograph your child is costume.  We ask that all students participate in the group photos, as they will be used in our program book. However, PURCHASING THE PICTURES IS OPTIONAL.  YOU ARE NOT REQUIRED TO PURCHASE ANY PHOTO.

Missed Classes:  If you or your child is unable to attend your regularly scheduled class, a make-up class may be taken within one month of the class missed.  Please see the instructor to determine which classes are an option to take.  There will be no refunds for missed classes.

Weather:  In the event of inclement weather, please call the studio at 732-897-1112 for cancellations.  You may also check the website at www.shorelinedanceacademy.com

Insurance:  Shoreline Dance Academy is not responsible or liable for any injury that might occur during classes, rehearsals or performances to either you or your child.  You are responsible for your personal property.  Shoreline Dance Academy is not responsible for lost or stolen property. 

Photography Waiver:  It is necessary that we have all parents/guardians sign a waiver regarding photos of their child.  We do take pictures throughout the year and we want to be sure that is ok with everyone.  The pictures may be used in the newspaper or on our website.

Online Communication:  Please be sure that you have registered your family online on our website.  We send out our monthly newsletter and all special announcements via email.  If you need help accessing your online account, please let us know.  If you do not use email, always check our website, visit, or call the office if you have any questions.

Uniforms:

Students MUST wear their hair up securely for all classes and in a bun for Ballet Class.  NO EXCEPTIONS!  All ballet classes are required to wear pink tights and a black leotard.  A ballet skirt is acceptable over the leotard.  All other classes must wear proper dance attire (leotards and tights of any color with or without dance pants and dance skirts).  No street clothes may be worn during class.  Students will NOT BE PERMITTED TO TAKE CLASS IN STREET SHOES.  APPROPRIATE DANCE SHOES ARE REQUIRED.  No jewelry please.  The instructor reserves the right to excuse any student from class who is not dressed appropriately. 

If a student does not arrive to class in proper dance attire, the student will be unable to participate in the class.   

Tap shoes are required for Tap classes. Jazz shoes are required for Jazz classes. Ballet shoes are required for Ballet classes. Bare feet or foot thongs are required for Modern classes. Pointe shoes are required for Pre-Pointe and Pointe classes. Jazz/Hip Hop sneakers or Jazz shoes are required for Hip-Hop. Please bring all shoes to Musical Theater and Theater Dance classes. Ballet and Tap shoes are required for Combination classes and Ballroom shoes are required for Ballroom classes.

It is very important that we follow the dress code this year.  We will strictly enforce this.

Other: Students will not be permitted to leave the Jersey Shore Arts Center unless accompanied by an adult.  Students are welcome to wait in the dance lobby should they arrive early for class.  Tuition fees are outlined in this policy, however there are additional optional costs that will occur throughout the year and are unique to the individual student based on his/her class enrollment.  These costs include: recital tickets, recital programs, costumes, recital video, individual and group pictures in costume, convention and competition enrollment fees.  The recital is optional.

The Shoreline Dance Academy welcomes you to share any questions, concerns, or feedback you have.  For your convenience, a locked mailbox has been placed in the dance lobby for you to deposit your payments and to enhance communication between the director and the parents.  Unfortunately, the class schedule is tight therefore making it very difficult to communicate at great length between classes.  Your feedback, questions and concerns are very important to us and we want to give you as much time as you would like to discuss anything that you feel necessary.  Please leave your name, phone number and message on a slip of paper and deposit it in the mailbox.  The director will get back to you during the day in reference to your message.  Please refer to our calendar in our handbook for important dates throughout our year.

Pick-Up/Drop Off:

Please arrive on time to pick up and drop off your child.  Shoreline Dance Academy is not responsible for watching your child in between classes or after their class.  It is NECESSARY that all students wait in our dance lobby until a parent or guardian arrives to pick up the student.  Students are NOT PERMITTED TO WAIT OUTSIDE IN THE PARKING LOT.  WE DO NOT HAVE CHAPERONES OUTSIDE THE BULIDING OR OUTSIDE OUR OFFICE.  Please understand that this is a public building and we are not the only tenant in the building.  Please be courteous to the other tenants and remain upstairs in our office before and after class.  It is necessary that all students wait quietly prior to dance classes or following classes as there are other artists working in the building.  We ask that all parents help us enforce this rule.  Students are not permitted to roam throughout the building. 

Classes will begin September 12th.  Please remember to read the monthly newsletters.There is valuable information in each letter.

We will schedule two observation weeks throughout the year where everyone is invited to sit in and watch class in its entirety.  We have observations windows on the classroom doors that you may use all other times throughout the year. 

We encourage all of our parents and students to help us make Shoreline Dance Academy a safe and nurturing environment for our students.  Our staff will not tolerate any negative behavior in or outside of class.  We reserve the right to remove anyone from class when negative behavior is observed.  Please remember that students are very sensitive and how we act or things we say may affect a child.  Let this be a safe place for everyone.  If you have ANY PROBLEMS OR CONCERNS, please come to me, Heather Wanner, immediately so that I may correct them.    

After reading this handbook entirely, please sign and return the attached document.  We must have a signed consent form for all students to participate in our program.
